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Ementa:

Nesse curso, pretendemos explorar a pobreza a partir de mualtiplas perspectivas,
adotando uma abordagem interdisciplinar. Teremos aulas expositivas semanais (obrigatorias) e
laboratérios quinzenais (optativos) com aplica¢Ges empiricas.

No primeiro médulo, "O quér", discutitemos a evolu¢io da visio moderna sobre
pobreza. Discutiremos a emergéncia da nogao como problema social e sociolégico moderno,
intrincado nos problemas de governanga dos Estados Nacionais. Discutiremos os fundamentos
normativos e operacionais das defini¢oes e as diferencas entre as no¢bes de pobreza/privacao
relativa e absoluta - que nos dirigem para um debate com o Capability Approach.

No segundo médulo, "Quantor", abordaremos as formas definir ¢ medit a pobreza em
pesquisas académicas e politicas publicas. Iniciamos com os varios métodos de estabelecer linhas
de pobreza, passamos para aspectos mais técnicos ligados a mensuracao e entdo tratamos das
solugoes e desafios implicados nas defini¢oes multidimensionais.

No terceiro médulo, "Comor", veremos as dinamicas de producio e reproducio da
pobreza. Discutiremos seus impactos desde a infancia até pontos mais avangados do ciclo de
vida.

O quarto moédulo "Onder", tratamos da pobreza global e do fenémeno brasileiro.
Fornecemos um panorama de longo prazo e tratamos dos problemas de comparabilidade entre
contextos distantes no tempo e no espago, seja em funcio de insuficiéncias definicionais,
(in)disponibilidade de informag¢des ou conflitos de ordem politica.

No quinto médulo, "Por que?", adentraremos os estudos sobre as causas da pobreza e
sobre impactos de politicas puablicas que visam reduzi-la ou agir sobre aspectos especificos das

condic¢oes de vida.
